1. Remove/cut off the rubber boot that surrounds the tow hook.

---------------------------- WARNING --

care, assistance and in some instances, the use of mechanical equipment during the transfer and installation of the equipment.

Periodically check tightness of bolts to make sure they are tight, and unlikely to fail.
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3. Remove the tow hook bolts and install the 72" x 5” bolts. Mount the bottom bracket to the outside of the
frame. Push the bracket upwards and tighten bolts and nuts.

4. To install the top brackets, you will need to remove the factory grille. You will need to remove the side panels
first. Start by removing the inner fender well screws. This will allow to get to the back side of the plastic clips.

5. Remove the factory grille. Open the hood and remove the hood release latch by removing two T15 screws.
Remove the nine plastic clips holding the plastic shield located above the grille.
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6. If vehicle is installed with a front camera, unhook the connector. The grille can then be removed by remove
four 10mm bolts on top.

7. Mount the top bracket to the 18mm bolts. Hand tighten only. Keep the distance between the top bracket
under 38” so the grill guard can be installed.

8. Mount the grill guard to the bottom brackets using the black carriage bolts. Set the grill guard to your liking
then tighten bolts. Then mount top brackets to the upright of the grill guard and tighten carriage bolts plus
the 18mm factory bolt.
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9. Before reinstalling the grille, tape the grille in the area where the top brackets are located, or you can tape
the top bracket. This will help with rubbing. Reinstall the grille and reconnect camera plug.
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10. Reinstall plastic shield and hood release latch.
11. Reinstall the plastic side panel, fender flare and inner fender well.

12. Remove the tow hooks. It makes it easier to trim/cut out the plastic in step 13.
13. Trim/cut out the outside plastic by the tow hooks.

14. Mount the bottom bracket to the outside of the frame. Use %" x 5” bolts to install. Push the bracket upwards
and tighten bolts and nuts.

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15. To install the top brackets, remove the top bumper bolts. Install one at a time so bumper does not shift. You
can access the top bolts either through the lower opening in the grille with a ratchet and 18mm socket with
an extension or between the bumper and grille with a 18mm wrench or ratchet wrench.

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16. Install the grill guard to the bottom brackets. Use %" black carriage bolts, washers, and lock nuts. Level the
grill guard and tighten the bolts.

17. Mount the other end of the top bracket to the top hole of the upright by using the %" black carriage bolts,
washers, and nuts.

18. If the vehicle does not have a camera, install small insert by using the black button head bolts and nuts.

19. MAKE SURE ALL NUTS AND BOLTS ARE TIGHT!
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
